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ABSTRACT

The study of the women’s adjustment toward domestic violence in Bangkok Slum Areas.
This research aims to study about the nature and impact of domestic violence against women in
slum areas, attitudes, values about gender roles in the family, social support of women in the
family, the women’s adjustment toward domestic violence and involved factors to the women’s
adjustment toward domestic violence by questionnaires to collected data. The samples used for
this investigation were 302 persons. Descriptive statistics were employed to present percentage,
mean, standard deviation and inferential statistics with Cross tabulation and test the independence
of the variables from the Chi-square. The results showed that :

1. The nature of domestic violence against women, most of sampling group with a mean
of 1.95 at a lower level, divided into three areas : emotional and psychological, social and
economic at a low level but physical and sex at least. The impact of domestic violence against
women with a mean of 2.08 at a low level, divided into three areas : physical, psychological and
social at least.

2. Attitudes, values about gender roles in the family, most of sampling group with a mean
0of2.53 atalow level and gender in the family with a mean of 3.56 at a high level.

3. The social support, most of sampling group with a mean of 3.37 at a moderate level,
divided into three areas : psychological and emotional, information at a high level while

financial, goods and services at a moderate level.



4. The women’s adjustment toward domestic violence, divided into two areas :
adaptation adjustment with a mean of 3.38 at a moderate level, adaptation that is not appropriate
with a mean of 2.53 ata low level.

5. The factors affecting the women’s adjustment toward domestic violence are the
married status, have children, nature of domestic violence against women, impact of domestic
violence against women, attitudes, values about gender roles in the family, the social
(psychological and emotional, goods and services) relating to the appropriate adjustment that had
statistically significant at a level of 0.05, 0.01, 0.001, 0.001, 0.001, 0.001 and 0.001.

The employment and the nature of domestic violence against women in all aspects
(physical, emotional and psychological, social, economic and gender) the impact of domestic
violence against women, attitudes, values about gender roles in the family, the social support
(psychological and emotional, goods and services) relating to the un appropriate adaptation that
had statistically significant at a level of 0.01, 0.001, 0.001, 0.001, 0.001 and 0.001.

The recommended suggestions for realizing this research finding should be : (1) the
government should have a clear policy to ministry about helping out the campaign to reduce
violence in the family (2) government policies should be evaluated law, Victims Protection Act
of 2550 domestic violence to revise the law, support to reduce domestic violence (3) Ministry of
Social Development and Human Security should coordinate with agencies to report the situation
at the bottom, follow-up operations of domestic violence each month and reporting activities that
promote the dissolution of reducing violence in family (4) work on a multilateral and integration
between all the agencies in the implementation of the policy is clear about the campaign to
reduce violence in the family dissolution (5) work collaboratively with community development
organizations or community development institutions to monitor people in the community as well

as participate in an alert or domestic violence problems.
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
