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LBESTRACT

The following abjectives were to study the quality of life. of children who had
been sexually abused and he lives of children who had been abuscd sexually,

This study was done with female youth who had been sexually abused in
Chonburi provinge within 4 years and received assistance from NGO, Government
grganization and other social welfare agencies.

The main factors that were emphasized on this study were the socal support
mass media selections, realization af self value and quality of life of such Children at
present.

The finding indicated that majority of the Children who were sexually abused
displayed signs of instability in many aspects of their lifé especially ermalional instability,
They had an inferior.complex and showed signs that they were unable lo forgel the
abused thal had been affected on them. Their inability to cope with ther pasl
experiences had an adverse effect on the way they manage heir current lives. Since
most of the children came from dyslunctional family many of them did not have
permaneni residence while some did not have opportunities for education, resulling
from financial difficulties. In addition the children sesmed to be always worried and
an=ious.

Factors that improved the quality of life of these children

1. The assistance and support that they received from friends and from different

institutions such as :

® The welfare homes where they resided.



®  Ther own families which s very significant institution.
® The schoolwhich is important place of the child.

® Friends, their cammunity, temple, NGOs and government organizations

which provides his or her basic needs.
® The media which provided information.
@ Emotional support [hal the childran received,
® ‘/ocational fraining.

® Counseling, to encourage their self confidence. To handle their crisis
situations and to re-adjust themselvas in socisty.

2. Tha media had andiniluence on the childeen. It was found-that majority of the
children enjoyed watching carloons which helped them forget their sorrows and il —
fortunes and also gave'them lesson forfite, The ™V and the newspapersweare sources of
information for education, safety and self-protection as well as enterlainment. The
children were able to choose the mest useful programs that interestad them most.

3. Awareness of their own value-as person desoile the fact that they had been
zexually abused, The children undar study experienced painful trauma secured to them
and also suffered from aninferior camplex, Howaver the training and support that thoy
received at the welfare home empower them Lo realize Wheir own value as human which
was a positive effect on thelr present life.

Recommendation

Goverments should have peovide sufficient funds and professionals personnels
to organizations working with sesually abused children sc thal support on these
organizations can work better to improve the guality of life of such who have been
abused.

Governmants should have laws thal help undocumented children to have access
to educalion. Efforl should be made on a regular basis, 1o make lhese |aws know to the
genaral public that these children are given the chance lo study.

NGOs and Go, should collaborate with the local communities in this work. They

should be the one to iniliate action rather than the one who take action after the abuse,



There should be mora qualified people warking In the field, especially psychologists and
social warkers,

The local prganization, such as business companias, business owners etc, must
be gware of the work done that is being done for children. Thasa business organization
should be help in providing jobs for thoses children.

Data on number of the usually already children whe had been helped by the
different organization should be recorded updated to follow up their problems and

needs.
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
