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Abstract

The objective of this study is to analyze the information about the eldery who
choose to reside in the Banglamung Home for the Aged and Elderly and in the communitias in
Banglamung District in order to find out the relationship of those eldery and their families and to
understand the factors that encourage them to reside in the Banglamung Home: The samples,
the elderly at the age of 60 and over, are separated into four groups as follows: 1) Ten eldery
people, 5 men and 5 women aged B2 to 80, reside in the Banglamung Home. Apparently, most
of them are widows or widowsrs. They have got only primary education with no income eaming
and most of them have peor health, 2) Ten eldery people aged 63-85 living in Banglamung
District, most of them are widows with prmary education; 3} lamilies of ten elderdy in
Banglamung Home aged 28 to 80 living in Banglamung districty most of them are women.
married, graduated and employed.  Their children are the main sources of their income and
they take care of children in their families. And 4) Families of ten elderly people living in
Banglamung District, the family members are 18 to 84 years old, Most of them are female with
primary education, married and employees. Every family has children to be taken care of. Most
of the elderly are able to eam money to partially support the family. Data used in the study are
collected by the methods of in-dept interview and observation through visiting the samples, The

qualitative analysis and findings presentation is in the form of descriptive statistics.
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The study reveals that the relationship between the eldery and their families and
relatives has the most influence on the decision of the elderly conceming with residing in
Banglamung Home. This is because the study shows that at the lowest level of relationship the
elderly opt for residing in the Home for the Aged and Elderly,

The siudy also addresses the three most important factors on the eldedy side that
encourage them to choose to reside in Banglamung Home. They are 1) economic factors e.g.
poverty problems, not enough income eamings and debt situations; 2) Social supports in the
forms of moral, goods and services and news and information; and 3) Health conditions,
-especially poor health due to aging. On the family side, the two most important factors i.e. 1)
economic factors such as poverty problems, not enough inceme earnings and debt situations
and 2) many depandeni members in the falr.m'lg‘-r being a cause of the elderly to leave.

On the point of the relationship of the elderly and their families, the study finds that
.1Emreﬁng the elderly's roles in the family due to their aging has brought about the feeling of less
importance and less being proud of themselves in the family. Therefore, they tend ta spend less
time with the family. They may also have some kinds of conflict within their minds together with
unhappy life -

The thesis proposes that all forms of welfare provided to the elderly need to be in a
proactive manner rather than a normal reaction one, People in the communities should be
involved and give supports to the elderly. Similary, family members should be encouraged to
recognize the importance of the aged people in order that they can have a happy life with their
family members during the lale part of their lives. In addition, the govemment sector should
acknowledge the aged about the elderly—related information. Studies and researches should be
‘extended to gain more understanding on the relationship between the elderly and their families.
Findings from those kinds of studies and researches will be benefit in setting up programs to
_cushion the growing number of the aged and elderly. Moreover, further studies are needed in
‘order to understand more on the factors that have influence on the decision making of the aged
people. This understanding will contribute to appropriate measures that can bring the aged and

elderly back from the elderly home and live happily with their families.
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
