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Abstract

This research aims to study the identity of Wat Bua Roi, Bang Sao Thong District, Samut
Prakan Province to promote cultural tourism. A qualitative method was employed by collecting
data from in-depth interviews. The key informants included the abbot and monks who spent the
Buddhist Lent at Bua Roi Temple, community scholars, the president and officials of the Bang Sao
Thong Subdistrict Administrative Organization, community leaders, and local people. Data analysis
used content analysis by linking the data and concluding the results. The results showed that the
identities of Wat Bua Roi consisted of 1) historical identity is Luang Por Petch Buddha image 2) the

aesthetic or beauty value identity is the aesthetics of sacred things in Wat Bua Roi 3) Social value
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identity is annual event at Wat Bua Roi (activities such as paying respect to Luang Pho Phet and
the celebration of Phra Maha Chedi Sri Bua Roi) and 4) environmental identity, way of life along
the Bang Sao Thong canal adjacent to Bua Roi Temple. The results of the study can be
constructively useful for Wat Bua Roi in driving cultural tourism based on the prominence of Wat
Bua Roi itself. In addition, the data from the study can be used to create resources and basic
information of Bua Roi Temple as a cultural tourist attraction. Moreover, the research data
contributes to the development of cultural tourism and promoting local societies to preserve

cultural heritage.
