This research aims to study self-control, mental health and achievement motiveter
which elfected swdy continuation of children and juveniles in slums in Bangkok.

Samples are 339 children and juveniles. Data analysis was done by SPSS/PC
computer programs. Analised data was presented in descriptive statistics, oneway analvsis of variance
and regressionanalysis (stepwise b 1

Most of samples were bays, second éhiid in approximately 3 childred in the families.
Their parents mastly finished primary school level and earned about 3,001 - 6000 bakt per month,

36 Children siudied in informal edueation . Most of them were emploved.

Aboul studying, mest children continued their study m schools (8%, 7%, 23.0% did not
study, 17.7% quitied the study alter contumuing for a while and 10.6% studied in informal education,

The resulton the stidy Gf'self-control) niental health'and achievement motivation of
the children, samples had moderatedevels of those 3 mental charactenistics, And from the multple
regression analysis, the result revealed that self-control, mental health, paremts’education, family
mcome and number of children in the families effected study contimuation of the children.

For the children studying in schools ; high level of self~control and mental health,
small number of member n the familics and parcnts with high education and high inecome influenced

children to [urther their studies.

For the children who quitted the schools, they were effected by bad mental health and

lew income of the parents,

For the children who continued therr studies in informal education system, they had
high level of gelf-control,

And, for the children who never continue their studies, they had low level of self-
control, their parents eamed low income and they were in big familics.
