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Abstract

This research is the study on “Factors effecting the disabled's potential @ a case study of
the physical disabled in the vecational rchabilitation center  under the department of public
welfare”, It aims at studying 1) the disabled’s potémial 2) the relationship of the factors affecting
the disabled's potential and 3) the factur; t:.ﬁ::::_:ting the disabled potential. The sample are 392
persons with physical disabled in the 8 vocational rehabilitation centers under the department of
public welfare: The results of this study are as follows

1. They had high potential m four aspects,.mamely good citizenship with civic
responsibility, self-protection, peer counsellor, proup participation and network.,

2. 'The relationship of the factors effecting the disabled’s potential was moderate in four
aspects, namely self-dependence and family support; peer r:.cru:sellur and group participation and
network, sociable and prowp  participation-and network; good citizenship with civie
responsibility and peer counsellor. In addition, it is found that those who are paraplegic have less
potential and those who have disability with one leg have more potential than their counterparts.

3. The factors affecting the disabled potential are that those who have advanced ages
have an effect on the disabled’s potential which are emplovment, self-protection, good
citizenship with civic responsibility, and peer counsellor. The long peried of disability has an

influence gn their emploviment potential. Moreover, their self-esteem contributes to their

sociable, family-support and employment, Finally, their intemal locus of control affects  their
potential development of self-protection, pood citizenship with civil responsibility, peer
counsellor. Mental health also affaces their disabled's potential., The study finds that those who
have mental problem have an effect on their sociable. In addition, those who have good mental
condition have an influence on their being good citizenship with civie respoensibility. Internal and
external social support affects their potencial development on family support, sociable, self-
protection, good citizenship, peer counsellor, and group participation and network. The following
is the recommendations of this sudy

2, The government should promote other social and public welfare to all disabled.
3, The government should strengthen their families and social networks.

2. The wocational rehabilitation centers should prepare them prior to vocatiomal
training,
3. Thewvocational rehabilitation centers should provide more aceess to those who live m
