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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the survey research study was to determine factors related to
sexual risk behaviors of secondary school students education services area office 2
Bangkok based on PRECEDE-Modal (Green and Kreuter. 1999) Subjects were 490
secondary school students education services area office 2 Bangkok, selected by
means of systematic random sampling. Data were collected by using the Self-
administered questionnaire and analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, pearson’s Product Moment Correlation.

The findings of this study revealed that living with parents, and age were
negatively related to sexual risk behaviors with a statistical not significance (p-value
0.34 and 0.93) whereas academic performance was positively related to sexual risk
behaviors with a statistical not significance (p-value 0.94) and convenience to access
sexual media including internet related to sexual risk behaviors with a statistical
significance (p-value 0.04). Communication regarding sexual risk behavior in family
was not associated with sexual risk behavior (p-value 0.96) and parental monitoring

was not associated with a statistical not significantly sexual risk behavior (p-vale 0.56).
