Main ones
are those low class women being insulted and hurt. For example, in her works - “Hei
La Chang”; a shop owner’s wife — Mrs. Jiang who is kind hearted and diligent, finally
suffers from unfair treatment of her randy husband. “Hua Jie”; a group of prostitutes
who are exploited and bullied etc.

In her novel, the cause of tragic images of women who have such miserable
fates is their lack of educational opportunities. Thus, this makes them suffer from
unfair treatment and social discrimination. They are vulnerable group having no
ability to resist and no one gives them a helping hand to help them escape from
suffering and free them from pain. These images reflect the writer’s angry complaint
and intention to expose the injustice of society.

In addition, she also created “playing a dual role” female images. These
images reflect that in today’s society, the pattern of “Men are master outside, Women
are master inside” has already been broken. Women have strengthened their self-
valued awareness. Also, they have more freedom to choose.

From works of “Nianlamei”, variety of female images refracts variety of views
on women. From ancient times until the present, women are in passive position and
are variously restricted by traditional Confucianism. Those without knowledge low
class women also have traditional female concept, no ability to free themselves from
chain of tragic fates. On the contrary, knowledgeable women have more freedom and
liberation female concept. Thus, they have more decision-making power to change
their own fates.

In Thai-Chinese literacy, “Nianlamei” is a very unique writer with remarkable
achievement. She used fine and smooth, realism creative method to create rich and
distinctive female images. These deeply impressive human characters have expressed
the writer’s earnest attention on fates of women in different classes and social
positions of women. Her works express deep sympathy to those tragic fates low class
women, manifest the broad compassion and strong sense of social responsibility
possess the strong realistic implication.

From ancient time until today, Thailand is a country full of mystery and myth.
There have been lots of tales and stories about ghosts and spirits. “Nang Nak” is a
story about ghosts and can be dubbed as “The White Serpent” in Thai version. This
story was originated about a hurdred years ago in the reign of King Rama the
Fourth (also known as King Mongkut). During that time, Thailand was still under
monarchy ruling and slavery also existed. Science and systematic learning in all
aspects were not up to the standard. Folks tended to be superstitious and believed in
power of magic, as well as ghosts and spirits. In the meantime, people were deeply
attached to Buddhism. At the time, Buddhism had pretty strong influences on Thai
people as a whole, and Thai temples generally served as social and religious centers
for the people.

Both the legends of “The White Serpent” and “Nang Nak” have long been well-
known traditional folklore of China and Thailand. Each of them has portrayed
pictures depicting love and passion between a demon and a gentleman, also between
a ghost and a common man, reflecting the essence of love and loyalty from spiritual
figures, as well as the desire of a human being when he is still alive. Meanwhile,
these two folk stories have illustrated the people’s ways of lives at that time, the
social and moral etiquette, representing the spirit of Thai-Chinese traditional

cultures from the two nations.
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This thesis employs a comparative study approach in making the analysis. It has
focused on the legend of the White Serpent in the form of television series with 30
episodes in length, and the ghost story of Nang Nak in the form of Thai movie, both
of which are new reproductions. It would profoundly study and analyze the
similarities and differences, as well as the background of the two legends. It would
also touch on the images of characters inside the stories which have had things in
common, and look into the stories if there have been developments and
improvements when reproduced in the forms of television series and movies. In
addition, it would study to reflect the view of love, the belief in ghosts and spirits,
moral and righteousness, as well as religious values of people from the two nations.

This thesis divides into three main chapters. The first chapter analyzes the
historic background of the traditional stories namely “The White Serpent” and
