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Abstract

The study explores the application of picture book teaching from a multimodal perspective in
preschool Chinese language education in Thailand. Through a literature review, the research outlines
core concepts of picture books and multimodal teaching and analyzes their feasibility in Thai early
childhood education based on cognitive, constructivist, and multiple intelligences theories. A teacher
guestionnaire was conducted to investigate current practices in resource usage, multimodal integration,
and instructional effectiveness. Using the picture book The Very Hungry Snake in a kindergarten class
at Chachoengsao Trilingual School, the study designed and implemented lessons in math, general
knowledge, and language. Results show that multimodal picture books effectively enhance young
learners’ interest, vocabulary acquisition, and sentence imitation skills, though issues in resource
integration and instructional design remain. The study demonstrates that multimodal strategies improve
upon traditional single-mode language instruction and recommends developing localized picture book
resources and establishing clear leveling standards to support international Chinese language education
for young learners.
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
