Abstract

The objective of this paper was to study the electronic components manufacturing process
to reduce the amount of waste in the production process using a technique of quality or 7 QC
tools to find factors affecting the occurrence of waste production. Analysis of the rate of waste
occurred over a period of 3 months and found that the average waste in the production process
rate was 4.45 percent per month. The occurrence of waste, in each time, makes the company pay
more expenses. The researcher used Crack sheets on quality control tools such as cause-and-
effect diagrams. It is a tool for collecting data on the causes of waste and analyze the main causes
for analyzing the root cause of the problem. The study found that there are four main causes of
waste in the production process of AAA Company Limited. Case studies were found that there

were 4 causes: scratches, crushing chips, inserting work does not match the lock, caused by mold.
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When the root cause of the problem is identified and corrective actions are taken to reduce the
rate of waste generation in the production process by improving the production process and
comparing the results before and after the revision, it was found that the average percentage of

waste was reduced from 4.45% to 2.34%.
