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1. Rationale

Thailand’s National Education Act of 1998, in one of its provisions, states that conducting
research is an indispensable function of higher education institutions. Research must be regularly
conducted so findings can be used for development purposes and must be continuously
implemented to harness maximum benefits for students, lecturers, academicians and respective
institutions involved in the research projects. In Thailand, conducting research is one of the
indicators in the quality assurance standard prescribed by the Ministry of Higher Education,
Science, Research and Innovation (MHESI), formerly the Office of the Higher Education
Commission (OHEC).

As part of its policy, the MHESI has stipulated that academic/research studies in the area of
Service to Society can be used as one of the requirements for applying an academic rank.
Research/academic studies with concrete results and defined benefits in the area of Service to
Society may contribute to the development of the local community. Beneficial research studies are
either those that catalyze positive changes in one area or in multifaceted areas of the society,
lifestyle, arts and culture, environment, occupation, economy, politics and governance, quality life,
and health, or those initiated for introducing solutions to problems and/or for catalyzing social
developmental progress. In brief, this conference is one of the avenues to increase the number of
academicians, lecturers and researchers conducting research studies on Service to Society.

Thus, Huachiew Chalermprakiet University will host the 8" National and International
Academic Conference as one of the mechanisms to promote a supportive academic atmosphere; to

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Abstract

Business Chinese is an important language which impact on the tourism of Betong.

The
information was gathered from surveys and interviews, including using questionnaires from
relevant persons. The paper investigates and explains the reasons for the widespread use of
business Chinese in Betong. This paper analyzes the Chinese language proficiency on
tourism and daily work and daily life of betong people. The paper analyzes the strength,
weakness, opportunities and threat of the business Chinese and pointed out some problems of
business Chinese proficiency in betong. The finding of this study found that the Chinese
language proficiency of some business people, some service staffs which mainly on the
tourist attractions and in hotels in betong is not very good. some service staffs are fluent in
listening and speaking the Chinese language. However reading and writing skills do not
appear up to adequate standard over all. In addition some attractions lack of Chinese signage,
Chinese advertising materials and Chinese instructions. Chinese language service personnel
lack of professional skills, and relevant departments have not provided training for Chinese
language for service staffs. In response to the above problems, the paper should be proposed

improvement measures and suggestions.
