are Farmers and still Tive topether but not in pood relationship. Most of prisoners el home carly
to work and pet marmied, then stay with therr husbands and children but scarcely visit their parents,
Waith insutficient income, they have to borrow  trom theothers (o support their familics. Most of
the grimes arcdrug and  propery offenses respectively.

Anondividual case study indicates that the most influential factors arc, firstly,
coonomic facter which 15 an insufficient  inceme 1o support family, secondiv, social facior
which 1sa bad relationship m Gumily by parent quarrething, having no time to spent with Taels,

finally. payahological Tactor which is tension, lonehness: having ne sincerity fom people around
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which cause them untrust to others and untolerable to erime commitment, while physical factor
has no influence. There area lot of consequences 1o their families after being  arrested such as
nobody takeing care of their children and parenmts, their husbands find the new wives. Their
expectations after bemg released are to be understood and accepted by communities and find a job
torearmn their.

Fhe opimion inter interview from prison officers reveal 4 mmportant poimis
reasons for change in the number of female prisoners, Management methods for them, cxpectation
of officers afer their release and measure (o lawer down the number of them. For the first point,
the number of female prisoners arc ingreasing due to economic pressure. from insufficient income,
social  problem. of collapscd farmilies and  inadequate  cduearional Beckeround, Secondly,
management method of collection and elassification of mdividual information background should
be cmployed seriously for the benefit of planning appropriate training, treatment and rehabilitation
for each individual case to make them well preparcd to start their new normal lives in the outside
wortld and m therr communities without repegting former  track, Fourthly, thev believe  that
penally merease is suitable as 2 erime threatening mgasure,

A recommenddation are of mofe preventive than treddment /measures such as
government should have a clear planning inwerk creation and stable income guarantee for female
warkers §o be dqual 1o males. Parents should spend more time for their families, o take good care
of their children andto give themeproper adwiees whenever “they aré in troubles, Mass media
should emphasize. cthical - responsibility mstead of aversiresg, emotional provocation in their
publication. The police officers should disseminate  the Knowledee  of criminal  Jaw. criminal
process and its penalties to people especially those of the risky aroups. Criminal taws should be

updated and  penalties should be increased for threatening.
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
