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Abstract

The descrptive study was conduct to descrbe social support, self-estaem and
anxiety of mothers whose newhom were separated for treatments. The purpose of study was

accomplished by examining the relationship of these factors.

The sample consisted of 120 mothers whose newboms were separated for
treatments at obstetrics depariment of Pramongkuiklao hospital. The conceptual framework
guiding the study derived from the Roy's Adaptation Model The data collestions instruments
included the Demographic Data Record, the Personal Resource Questionnaire 85 Part 2,
Coopersmith  Self-Fsteem  Inventory. Adult Form 1975 and Anxiety and Depression
Assessment Questionnaire, Deseriptive statistics, Pearson’s product moment correlation and

Stepwise multiple regression were used to analyze the data,

The finding indicated that social support was positively related to seli-esteem
(r=.261, P < 01). Both social support and self-esteem were negatively related to anxiety
of mothers whose newboms were separated for treatments ( r = -198. P < 05 T r = -B83
P = .01} In addition, self-esteern were found to be the predictor of mothers' anxiety and

accounted for 43.50 %




The results support the Roy's Adaptation Model in that the adaptation's results are up to
stimulis and pearson's level of adaptation. Implications of findings and recommendations for

further study were sugnested
