The purpeses of this study are w study the problems n instructiona!l management of
fundamental nursing 10 privale higher education institutions. The areas of stwdy include the
policy or goal of the institutions, content, planning, teaching methods and learmning experiences,
measurement and evaluation, nstructional media, insmjctig_nal emvitonment and status of
ISLICTOTS,

The rescarch population consist of 53 fundamental nursing instructors who are
involved in the implementation of nursing science curriculum,  [n addition, 18 fundamental
nursing course syllabus and analyzed.

Three instruments aré used for collecting data; a guideline for the analysis ol course
syllabus, an interview guideline for assessing current status and a questionnaire regarding to
problems in management of fundamental nursing education. To analyze the data by using

frequencies, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The finding are as follows :

1, The mstructor’s opinion aboul the existing theoretical content in the high level arg;
they are enough to study, appropiate to the credit, congruent to the objectve, the sequence of
content running from ease o difficulty and the theory is congruent to practice.

2. The existing mstructional planning are mostly m the moderate level The
participation in the practicum of the instructional planning of the registercd nurses and the
students are in the low level

3, Teaching method and learning expenences mostly use in fundamental nu:s:u:g
instruction are lecture, demonstration; discussien by concerning the objective of instruction.
There are orientdtion about the course and the criteria ©f evaluation before clinical nursing
practice and there ‘are mostly existing in the high level The student time for study the patients
before clinical nurfing practice is existing in moderate level.

4. Instruetional measurement and evaluation of theory and practice in fundamental
nursing are-accuracy, cleamess and justice. They are mostly existing in the high level.

5. There are many instructional n}_ﬁdi:as that arc ecnough o use, all of them are
different and are up to date. The instructional medias widely used are overhead-projector, video,
patient charts and nurses’ note.

f,.  The classroom and the ward environment are considered in much appropiate for
teaching and learming cxpenences.

7. Concemning the status of fundamental nursing instructors, they are found that the
majority of instruetors are niore than 40 years old, have medical ﬁurgiual nursing experiences, and
hold Master’s Degree mostly majored in nursing. They are satisficd in teaching the fundamental
nursing. The three-first priorities coneeming:the instructor are self confident in teaching, good
attitude to teaching and good relationship to nursing service personnel.

8. The fundamental nursing education management problems in all 8 clements are at
the “rather low” level. The most educational management problem is the policy or goal of the
msttution. (P=547).

From the results, the researchers suggest to develop fundamental nursing

management for instiutional administrator and for instructors.
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
