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ABSTRACT

This article will attempt a initial comparative study on BaJin’s “Home” and
Sriburapha’s “Look Forward”, whose writers as the great representative of realism
literature in China and Thailand at the beginning of the 1930s. The two great writers
mentioned here ,BalJin and Sriburapha, who borned in the same two times, were from
different countries but were common with ethnic characteristics of the times. Both of
their works have a far-reaching impact on the social and literary history of the two
countries. “Home” and “Look Forward” occupies an important position in the
development of modern literary history in the two countries.

This article will study on these two works in the way which is called “parallel
research”. The first chapter will focus on the similarities of the two great works that
called “Home” and “Look Forward”. Meanwhile analyze the two greart writers’ own
life,their literary creation ways, the darkness of feudalism expoesed in the two works,
the sense of far-reaching impact of the two works and realistics. The sencond chapter
will analyze the situation between the two countries and the pepole’s psychological
and cultural structure, analyze the reasons why the two works are different from the
two writers’socialic , historic and cutural background, meanwhile discuss its cultural,
history and political. The third chapter will analyze comparatly the similarity and
differences between “Home” and “Look Forward” in order to clarify the common
social problems which faced by the whole Asia in the twentieth century as well as the
historic task that should be accomplished is different due to different cultural
structures and respective situations among Asia countries at that time. As above, the
analisis study finally become a possibility of cultural exchange between China and
Thailand.
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
