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Abstract

hundred and Sixty mine sophomore , Jjunior , and senior ngrsing students
were to asked ko fill in three questiennaires on their opinions boward
the profession.prior o . and after their EnrulImegt in the nuersing
program and on problems occurrindg during bhei{r practicum training. The
questions were defined in six sress ¢ the Facilities af the practicum
area , Lhe manegement of the nursind practice caurses, students'readiness
for nursing practice , supervising behavior of the instructors , peer
group etmosphere 4 end cooperation emong team members. The reselbts of
the study indicated that

L. The reasons for enrollment in nuesing were ¢ fulfillment

of parental desires (2B.4 %) , students' aown interest and their positivae



abtitudes Loweerd bLhe profession (23.1 %) and employment opportunities
(21.9 %)

2. There was no significant difference in the scores on the
gpinions toward the profession priar to and after enrollment in tLhe
sophomores and the juniors. In contrast , the seniors' scores showed
that, their sttitudes toward the professign were statistically lower
after joinind the program.

4, The senior students demonstrated significantly fewer
problems releted to manadement af the nursing prectice courses than the

Sy There was no stabtistical difference amond Lhe sophomores
Juniorns , and seniors in the problems related bo students’ reasdiness
for nursing prectice , especially in terms of physical and mental
health. However , the senior students had significantly higher intel-
lectusl scores thean Lhe other two groups Lpd0.05ks

f. The sophomores demonstrated sid¥niticantly fewer prablems
related to peer group atmosphere than the seniors (p<0.0%) and sidgnifi-
—cently fewer problems redarding cooperaticon among team members juniors
and the seniors (p<0.0671.

Te Oversll , the juniors expressed more problems in clinfcal

practice than the sophomores end the seniors (p<0.05).
