The analysis revealed that the majority of the students aged between 11-12
years old, living with parents who were mainly labourers with primary educational level,

The occupation, educational level, and the size of schools were statistically correlated,
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With respect to the child rearing practice, students were mostly brought up by
way of quick self-reliance. Girls were trained to have gquicker self-reliance and controled
more strictly compared to boys, However, girls tended to receive less psychological
punishment than boys. With respect to loved suppon and using reason rather than temper,
it was statistically different between boys and girls.

Based on study on moral reasoning, students tended 10 have reason for action
in level higher than action for rewads, Closcly 10 1he lewel of reason to act i accordance
with one s groups, Gaglg™had highet ameans oF mera| Teasoning than boys, but there was
no statistically difference.

By regressiomuanalysis “istepivise)f it was tound that factors influencing self-
disciplines in students were @ (1) @etivities promering disciplines in schools, (2) school
size, medium, (3) loved support methed of child rearing practice, (4) educational level of
father, (5) mothers s occupation. labourer, (6) control method of child rearing practice,
and{7) father s occupdtion, government officials.

When only factors on father were analysed, it is found that using reason rather
than temper method of child rearing practice had a significant effect on students self-
disciphnes.  But when factors on mother were used, it showed that self-reliant method of

child reaning practice had high influences on self-disciplineed of students.
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There are a number of suggestion that should receive further attention after the
completion of the study, These include:

L. Dwsciplinary campaignes should be promoted amongst schools, emphasising
an acture value of being highly self-disciplined. At the same time, meetings should be

called upon parents concerming the child rearing pratice in promoting self-disciplined.

2. All concemed authorities on child development should jointly promote ways
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
