The purpose of this survey research had (g determine ithe
factors which may have influenece on preveniion behavier ef AIDS and
te determine 1 he relaticonship betwaen people “‘Saciagl factltors,
perception ¢f AIDS, marital relaljonship and prevent iod behaviar of
AlIDS on male Yabour geoup in Eastern Indugtrial Estates.The samples
in this resedsch “Were 282 casas in 3 Eastern Ilndustrial Estates,
Laem Chabang Industrial Estate; Map. Ta Phut rhdustrial Estate and
Bangpakong Industrial Estate.Tha gt Timent oif collecting the data
was queslionnaire composed wilth personal and socisl taclors data,
perceptien ol A|IDS, marital relationship and prevention behaviar of
AIDS. Si1dtistical teachniques including freguencies, percent, mean,
slandard deviation, pearson’s correlation coelficient and multiple
regression were implemented in the process of data analysis. The

result revealed ol that,The percaption of AIDS marital refationship
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and prevention behaviar of AIDS of samples were in good level. The

hypothetlical results were concluded as fol lows:

1. There were notl significant correlalion betwesn perceptian
of AIDS and personal and social factors which were age, education,
tamily's income, duralion of marriage, number of children. number ot

pecple under responsibility and family s chBgacteristic.

2. /Theve were slignificant correlat lon betwean some personal
and soclal faclors and martital relat ionship.This relation ware,
educat ign whiich was significantly posilive corralatien with sexuality
marital redationship And family's income was significantly positive
correlatian with total  maeibal e lationship,  confliclt resaolution
marital refl@tionstip, ldent ity marital relationship and expressiveness
marital telalionship.But age, duratllen af marriage,. number of children,
number of  people under responsibility and’ family s charactaeristic

were not signifieant correbalion witfh marital relaticonship.

& There werefsignilicant cosrélation belween parsanal and
social factors and preventlan behavior of AIDS, Sccial factor, age
was signilicantly positive correlation wilh prevention behavior aof
AIDS, Bul educaticn, fTamily’'s intome, duration of marriage, number af
¢hildren, number ol people under responsibility and family s
characteristic were less signiflicanl correlation with preventian

behavior of AIDS.
