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Abstract

This research aimed to study the relationship between psychological factors and the
acceptance of personal protective equipment for production workers in food production
manufacturing. The population studied was 97 manufacturing workers, data collected from
September to December 2020. The research tool was divided into 2 parts: the secondary data was
a report of personal information of employees and a questionnaire of the psychological factors
and the acceptance of personal protective equipment which had 20 items. The data were
analyzed with frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. compare the differences using
a one-way ANOVA, test the relationship using the Pearson product moment correlation coefficient.

Results showed that most of the production workers in food manufacturing are female, aged
30-39, with the highest education at the lower secondary level. The working age at this
manufacturing was 6-10 years with rate of the psychological factor and the acceptance of personal
protective equipment were moderate level and relatively high level, with the mean (standard
deviation) of 3.47 (0.13) and 4.08 (0.88), respectively. The results of the difference of psychological
factors by section group were tested. There was no statistically significant difference (p-value =
0.35). However, when considering each of the items, the point of avoiding the use of personal
protective equipment to complete the work faster and hinder work was significantly different (p-
value <0.05). The filling section was the least average and different from other sections. Between
the psychological factors there was no statistically significant correlation with the personal safety

equipment acceptance factor (p-value = 0.09).
