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FACTORS INFLUENCING ON DRUG USE BEHAVIORS IN SOLDIERS WITH
PRIMARY HYPERTENSION

ABSTRACT

The objective of this descriptive research was to study and analyze factors
influencing on drug use behaviors in soldiers with primary hypertension. The 260
samples were selected by purposive sampling following the criteria. Data were collected
by a self-administered questionnaires used between March 2012 to December 2012. Five
experts examined content validity and reliability of questionnaires with alpha-coefficient
was 0.88. Data were analyzed by number and percentage, mean and standard deviation.
T-test was used to analyze factors influencing drug used behaviors.

The results revealed that majority of soldiers were 51-55 years old, finished high
school, married, worked as formal and special task. Most of them were officers, working
as general service officer and field service. Almost of them are non-commander, working
as administration stator, paper works and field service. The mean scores of drug use
behaviors in soldiers with primary hypertension was at the moderate level. (Mean 3.01,
S.D. 0.65) The mean score of perceived benefits of drug use was at the high level. (Mean
3.81, S.D. 0.57) The perceived barriers to drug use was at the moderate level. (Mean 2.94,
S.D. 0.60) And also perceived self efficacy to drug use was at the moderate level. (Mean
3.13, S.D. 0.64) The activity related affect, inter personal influence and situational
influence to drug use was at the moderate level. (Mean 3.12, S.D. 0.48)

Factors that effected to drug use behaviors were marital status, working status
and income. (p-value < 0.05) In addition, perceived benefits, perceived barriers of drug
use and perceived self-efficacy, including activity related affect (p-value < 0.01), inter
personal influence and situational influence to drug use were the factors affecting drug
use behaviors with a statistical significance. (p-value < 0.05)

This study suggested that health care providers should bring the crucial factors to
design nursing activity to promote drug use behaviors correctly for the soldiers with

primary hypertension and follow up the out come.
